About the Assistantship and Fellowship Process

Appointment to a Teaching or Research Assistantship or a Fellowship is competitive, and contingent upon admission to the Graduate School prior to the beginning of the award.  Assistantships ordinarily require participation on a half-time basis (20 hours per week) in teaching or research programs. Assistants are required to register each quarter for not less than ten (10) credits applicable to their advanced degrees. Stipend levels for Graduate Student Service Appointments are published annually, and conditions of service are set forth in publications available in departmental offices and in the Graduate School.

Other forms of Aid

Need-based financial aid (loans, work-study) requires a separate application that may be obtained from the Student Financial Aid Office at the University of Washington. Students should meet the application deadline even if they have not yet been admitted to the Graduate School.
